On July 8, 2011 the City’s Council members

joined staff members and longtime residents to
give their last farewells to the Annex Building.
The Annex Building was built in 1952 and was
originally a Los Angeles County Library. When
the county built the new library north of the
Annex, the City of Lynwood turned the building
into the Annex in the 1960s. The Annex Building
has been falling apart little by little, enough for
it to now be considered unsafe. The Annex and
Civic Center Capital Improvement Project has
been in the works for at least 15 years. The City
is now well on its way to constructing a 20,000
square foot state-of-the-art facility.

The new facility will have the capacity to
house employees of the engineering, planning,
building, business license and code enforcement
departments. The City’s current City Council

The California Citizens Redistricting Commission has released its
first round of draft maps for Congressional, State Assembly, State
Senate and Board of Equalization districts.

California voters created a Citizens Redistricting Commission
in order to be able to elect more accountable Legislative and
Congressional representatives. In the past, district lines were drawn
behind closed doors, producing districts which divided communities,
sometimes running hundreds of miles in indescribable shapes,
with their only purpose being the protection of incumbents. The
Commission prepared these draft maps without regard to current
districts, incumbents, candidates or political parties.
